We are honoured to
be part of the expert group at the Council of Europe that has created a framework concept for digital
citizenship, built around the 10 domains where digital activity has the most impact in everyday life.
These domains are referred to Bsemesin “All Aboard for DigiTown!”. The aim is to ensure that
digital citizenship education becomes an integral part of education at all levels in countries right
across the European continent.

With this publication, the European Council for Digital Good endeavours to help digital citizenship nd
its rightful place in the primary school curriculm. They also intend it as a platform of opportunity
for parents to discuss digital activity with their children and support them in becoming responsible
citizens, o ine and online.
